— Lack of experienced technical experts

— Insufficient capacity of core team of NC (coordina tion, management)

— Lack of data collection system (network, channel)

- Learning practices conducted in other countries is a good approach to

reconsider the institutional arrangements within own country.
- The common challenges in developing countries in institutionalizing the
process:

v Agencies responsible for collecting AD do not have mandatory for supporting
the national GHG inventory and there are no dedicated human resources for
the GHG related tasks

v Lack of coordination among agencies who manage data used for the inventory

v" No good system for managing data and information for the inventory coming
from various agencies/institutions

v Quality of statistical data = need improvement in QA/QC process (data
Inconsistency, discontinuity, level of data disaggregation, etc.)

v Limited financial resources for establishing effective institutional system for
GHG Inventory



Summarz of session |, 11 &Il EW

Reporting requirements for NAI Parties are elaborated.
About one year and half to go to the submission of BUR.

Urgent need for setting up institutional arrangements for
periodical reporting for NC and especially for BUR.

Transparency for both inventory and mitigation sections
needs to be ensured (documentation and data archiving).

Regarding the available supports, donor coordination is
Important in order to avoid duplication. In a meanwhile,

coordination of available financial & technical supports

within each country is also encouraged.

Information sharing among WGIA member countries is
useful and needs to be enhanced (e.g., experiences,
good practices, lessons learnt)
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
